15-DAY NOTICE OF MODIFICATIONS TO PROPOSED REGULATORY ACTION
ESTABLISHING A
STANDARDIZED ATTENDANCE ACCOUNTING METHOD

15-Day Notice published March 6, 2024

The Board of Governors of the California Community Colleges hereby provides notice of
changes to the above-referenced proposed regulatory action that was the subject of a
public hearing on January 22, 2024. Section 206, subdivision (c), of the Procedures
and Standing Orders of the Board of Governors requires the Board to re-notice a
proposed regulatory action where the proposed regulations have been previously
considered, are being modified, and the modifications are substantial and sufficiently
related to the text of the previously-proposed regulations.

CHANGES TO THE TEXT

Following the 45-day comment period that ended on February 25, 2024, and the
January 22, 2024, Board meeting, changes were made to this regulatory action in
proposed sections 58003.1, 58003.2, 58004, 58006, 58007, 58009, and 58009.5. The
California Community Colleges Chancellor’s Office will present the regulatory action to
the Board of Governors at its March 25, 2024, meeting. The changes are submitted for
an additional 15-day comment period effective today, March 6, 2024.

The changes to the proposed regulatory action are denoted by double underline for
additions to the text and deuble-strikeout for deletions from the text.

WRITTEN COMMENT PERIOD

Any interested person may submit written comments relevant to the changes to the
proposed regulatory action subject to this 15-day notice. The Chancellor’s Office will
respond to comments received that are related to title 5, California Code of Regulations,
sections 58003.1, 58003.2, 58004, 58006, 58007, 58009, and 58009.5. Comments
should be addressed to:

Comments must be received by the Regulations Coordinator prior to 4:00 p.m. on
March 21, 2024. All written comments received by Chancellor’s Office staff during the
public comment period are subject to disclosure under the Public Records Act.

CHANGES OR MODIFICATIONS TO THE PROPOSED REGULATORY ACTION

Following the public hearing and considering all timely and relevant comments received,
the Board of Governors may adopt the proposed regulatory action substantially as
described in this notice or may modify the proposed regulatory action if the
modifications are sufficiently related to the original text.

INFORMATIVE DIGEST

The following amendments have been made to the proposed regulatory action:

In section 58003.2, subdivision (b), replace reference to “credit hours” with “contact
hours” to conform with title 5, sections 55002 and 55002.5, and to avoid confusion with
the federal definition of “credit hour”. Additional revisions were also added to provide
clarity. Finally, the phrase “or similar academic activities” was added to include college
district considerations of other forms of academic work that may be allowed under the
standardized attendance accounting method.

The sunset date for existing attendance accounting methods was extended from June
30, 2025, to June 30, 2026, to provide districts adequate time for implementation. July
1, 2026, would be the final date for adoption of the standardized attendance accounting
method. Districts would be free to implement the standardized attendance accounting
method prior to that date.

The estimated cost or savings of the proposed amendments are anticipated to be as
follows:
