RECEIPT AND EXPENDITURE OF LOTTERY PROCEEDS

FISCAL YEAR 2017-18

Control Section 24.60 of the 2018 Budget Act requires the California Community Colleges
Chancellor’s Office to report to the Governor and the Legislature the amount of lottery
funds received by community college districts and the purposes for which those funds were
expended.

Lottery revenue is allocated to districts as a pro rata share of the prior year student workload
measure, full-time equivalent students (FTES). Lottery revenue for 2017-18 was $249.6 million
and total FTES in 2016-17 was 1,173,807 resulting in lottery revenue of about $213 per FTES.
These proceeds, plus the beginning balance of $69.3 million made a total of $318.9 million of
lottery revenue available for community colleges during the year.

Lottery expenditures for 2017-18 totaled $231 million, resulting in an ending balance of $87.9
million at June 30, 2018.
